The most recognised unique selling point
for Helen’s Bay and Crawfordsburn is the
Country Park. The park is 3.5km of lovely
beaches and riverside rambles that form
part of the North Down Coastal Path. With
two excellent beaches and spectacular
views across the Lough.

Crawfordsburn grew around a 1/7th century
coaching house which is now a luxury
hotel. Grey Point Fort in Helen’s Bay Is one
of the best-preserved early 20th century
coastal forts anywhere in the British Isles.
From these notable assets, the areas
Heritage is also deemed a unique selling
point by respondents.

The stunning Coastline provides
picturesque views across Belfast Lough
which offers vital ‘blue connections’ and is

a significant draw for residents and visitors.

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What you told us is undesirable
about Helen's Bay and
Crawfordsburn ...

e The primary undesirable aspect highlighted
was traffic-related issues, particularly the
scarcity of parking spaces and instances of
double parking, which contributed to safety
risks in the village. Additionally, the increased
traffic volume and instances of excessive
speed further exacerbate these safety
concerns.

« Concerns were expressed regarding
maintenance issues such as overflowing bins
and excessive dog waste in the parks.

 Respondents acknowledge the infrastructure
within the village is inadequate, outlining the
lack of pedestrian crossings and cycle lanes.

« The anti-social behaviour on sunny days in
the village, particularly at the Country Park,
was widely acknowledged as significant
concern.

 The overdevelopment of The Old Inn was
raised as a concern by respondents.
